Taxi and Shuttle Service Transportation from Airports 
 
From Regan National to Crowne Plaza Hotel:  The Crowne Plaza Hotel has complimentary Ronald Reagan 
National Airport Shuttle Service on demand - call the hotel at (703) 416-1651 when you are ready to be 
picked up between 5:30 AM and midnight.  Taxi fare is estimated at $15.00. 
 
From BWI to Crystal City/Arlington: estimated taxi fare: $65.00 (one way) 
 
From Dulles:  Washington Flyer Taxicabs serve Washington Dulles International Airport exclusively with 
24-hour service to and from the Airport. Taxicabs provide transportation at metered rates.  Estimated 
fare to Arlington is $52.00 (one way)

The Metro system is great for getting around the Washington, D.C. area, but it's also an important link 
to other transportation facilities and services: Washington's three major airports, MARC Train Service 
(MARC), Virginia Railway Express (VRE), Amtrak passenger rail service, Greyhound bus service, 
Metrobus, and local bus systems. Union Station is a key transportation hub, as well as being a popular

From BWI:  Metro Bus Service 
Catch the BWI Express from BWI Marshall Airport. There are two Metro Bus Stops. One is located on the 
lower level of the International Concourse and the other stop is located on the lower level of Concourse 
A/B. The B30 will pick you up outside at the bus shelter. Follow the signs that say "Public Transit." 
 
From Dulles:  Take the Washington Flyer Bus  
Purchase a ticket (one-way or round-trip) at the Washington Flyer Coach ticket counter located at 
Arrivals Door #4 in the Main Terminal for $10 (one way) to Metro. Travelers will also board the Coach 
from this location. The buses depart approximately every 30 minutes but please listen for 
announcements for exact bus departure times. Click here for schedule and ticket prices. You may 
purchase a Metrorail fare card inside the train station at the West Falls Church Metro stop.  Depart from 
WEST FALLS CHURCH METRO, board ORANGE LINE Rail towards NEW CARROLLTON, arrive ROSSLYN  
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METRO STATION, depart from ROSSLYN METRO STATION, board BLUE LINE Rail towards FRANCONIA 
METRO.  Arrive CRYSTAL CITY METRO STATION. 
 
Metro from Union Station to Arlington/Crystal City, VA:   
 

1. From UNION STATION METRO STATION, board RED LINE Rail towards SHADY GROVE, arrive 
GALLERY PLACE CHINATOWN METRO STATION, depart from GALLERY PLACE CHINATOWN 
METRO STATION, board YELLOW LINE towards HUNTINGTON STATION, arrive CRYSTAL CITY 
METRO STATION.

2. From UNION STATION METRO STATION, board RED LINE Rail towards SHADY GROVE, arrive 
METRO CENTER METRO STATION, depart from METRO CENTER METRO STATION, board 
BLUE LINE Rail towards FRANCONIA-SPRINGFIELD METRO, arrive CRYSTAL CITY METRO STATION.  

 
Amtrack and Marc Train Services 

Amtrak does not serve Dulles but you may connect to Amtrak from the Union station. To reach Union 

station from Dulles Airport take (apart from Cabs/Taxi and shared shuttles) the 5A bus towards L’Enfant 

Plaza and get off at the Rosslyn Metro station.   Depart from ROSSLYN METRO STATION, board BLUE 

LINE Rail towards FRANCONIA METRO.  Arrive CRYSTAL CITY METRO STATION. 

Amtrak trains provide service to the BWI Marshall Rail Station, where free shuttles serve the airport 
terminal. Shuttle stops are located on the lower level terminal roadway in between door numbers 1 & 2, 
8 & 9, 14 & 15, and 17 & 18. Shuttle buses from the BWI Marshall terminal building to the rail station 
operate every 12 min from 5:00am to 1:00am daily and every 25 min between 1:00am and 5:00am daily. 
Buses stop adjacent to the rail station garage, directly in front of the rail station. The BWI Rail Station is 
located one mile from the terminal building. To contact the BWI Marshall Rail Station, please call 410-
672-6169.

MARC trains provide service to the BWI Marshall Rail Station, where free shuttles serve the airport 
terminal. MARC Train Service only operates Monday-Friday (no weekend service).  Shuttle stops are 
located on the lower level terminal roadway in between door numbers 1 & 2, 8 & 9, 14 & 15, and 17 & 
18. Shuttle buses from the BWI Marshall terminal building to the rail station operate every 12 min from 
5:00am to 1:00am daily and every 25 min between 1:00am and 5:00am daily. Buses stop adjacent to the 
rail station garage, directly in front of the rail station. The BWI Rail Station is located one mile from the 
terminal building. To contact the BWI Marshall Rail Station, please call 410-672-6169.
